The difficulty of capturing combat on film was something that Alexander Ivanov Zhekov, who also directed the wars for the
French film company "Pathé," handled expertly. Regarding this specific work, two points are important: first, film
expression was still developing at the time, and second, there was lack of tradition in Europe for documenting military
activity. The second half of World War 1 (1916-1917) laid the groundwork for both. There had never been footage of direct
combat until this moment. Tane Nikolov, the bashibazouks, and the Russian hospital are just a few of the vibrant and
expressive scenes that Zhekov paints.

Because non-standard formats were uncensored and because 9,5- and 16-mm cameras were portable and easy to use,
amateur cinema became a formidable tool for observing reality. A distinctive visual legacy of the era was created by
amateur filmmakers who took to the streets to document a world going through significant social, cultural, and political
changes. Influenced by the institutions such as the International Institute of Educational Cinematography in Rome or the
Film Commitee of the Generalitat de Catalunya, amateur flmmakers produced educational and scientific films about
subjects that were not appropriate for the commercial screen, like women's sports, the mass media's influence, the
primary sector's transformation, and snapshots from popular festivals or everyday life.

The midsummer of 1930 brought to Estonia the most spectacular film production of the interwar period, which was also
the country's first international co-production. The stars of this story about alcohol smuggling and passionate love are
Vladimir Gaidarov, a heartbreaker born in Poltava, Ukraine, and Ita Rina, a stunning Slovenian film star then making waves
in the Central European film world. Of the Estonian stage talents, Hugo Laur, Ants Eskola, and Robert Rood appeared in the
film. Waves of Passion was released in Estonia as a silent film, accompanied by live orchestral music.

The original negative of the film is lost, but the Film Archive of the National Archives of Estonia preserves the only known
vintage film element: a contemporary Estonian nitrate release print with trilingual intertitles. This 4K digital restoration,
completed in 2023 at the Film Archive of the National Archives of Estonia, is accompanied by the partially surviving original
soundtrack and music composed in 2023 by Cornelius Renz. The restoration was realized with the support of “A Season of
Classic Films," an initiative of ACE (Association des Cinémathéques Européennes), part of the European Commission's
Creative Europe MEDIA program.

Short film program Hanna Henning - The Birth of German Children's and Youth Film Series

For more than a century, children's films and film series have amused, frightened, and thrilled audiences of all ages during
the early years of cinema. They were very popular at the time, but there is very little of them in the canon of cinema history.
There is little chance that these frequently unidentified material will ever be viewed again as they sitinertin the archives.
It needs a special effort to bring these forgotten and mostly lost short forms back to light if they were realized by a woman.
This program offers just such a particularly rare discovery. The three shorts provide an insight into the early work of the
German producer, director, and screenwriter Hanna Henning, one of the most productive female directors of the second
half of the 1910s and very early 20s.

For at least a minute, the movie's hero is
able to lift the people assembled in the temple courtyard from a condition of spiritual exhaustion, and this may mark the
start of future moments of clarity.

Cecil Satariano (1930-1996), a Maltese filmmaker, photographer, designer, and novelist, created GIUSEPPI, a 20-minute
Super 8mm film.

The film program features sequences from video magazines that were shot in studios in Moscow, Kiev, and Odessa
between the 1920s and 1950s. These archival sources are some of the oldest filmic documents kept in the National Agency
for Archives of the Republic of Moldova. In the early 1970s, they were moved in copy form to the archive in the capital of
Soviet Moldova. The movies center on the formation of the Moldavian Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic (MASSR) on
October 12,1924, and the initial years of its existence within Soviet Ukraine.

A history of the MASSR is covered in the video, along with the somber commemorations of the organization's founding
anniversary in Tiraspol in 1929 and the 1931 municipal elections during the mass famine in Ukraine. The collectivization of
individual households, the "struggle between the old and the new," the ethos of "rationalization," and the "mechanization"
of land management are also revealed in the following sequences, as are street protests and demonstrations in USSR's
urban centers, where participants call for Bessarabia's "recovery," its release from the "occupation" of the Romanian
Kingdom, and its annexation to the USSR.

Rafael Hastings (1945-2020), was a Peruvian multidisciplinary artist whose films were a disruptive force in Latin American
cinematography. The Unconditioned Unconcealment [4 Short Films On The Fact Of Disappearing] (1974) was based on a
study by Fernando Llosa Porras of an ancient Chinese myth that narrates the beginning of a new era in symbolic terms.
Llosa Porras identified that the essence of this legend bore a striking resemblance to the mythologies of the cultures of the
Andes and Mesoamerica. Hastings' short films poetically depict the influence of oriental thought in the first cultures of
Ancient Peru.

In Peru, since the exhibition of the films was denied due to the presence of nudity, the producer decided to make versions
that could circulate commercially against the author's will. However, as time went by, all the copies were lost for 50 years.
It took the Peruvian curator José-Carlos Mariategui two decades of retracing the places around the world where they were
shown to find them in the Spanish Cinematheque in 2021, a few months after Hastings' passing.

This is a collection of rare and unique documents concerning the April 25, 1974, Portuguese revolution that brought an end
to forty years of dictatorship. These works capture the emotion of the moment and the need of "giving a voice to the
people," given the silencing associated with many years of authoritarian administration. They range from amateur cinema
and newsreels to artists' films. A few of the titles also contribute to the intellectual framework of a newly formed country.

"25 de Abril 3 da Tarde no Largo do Carmo" by an amateur filmmaker Manuel Anténio Pires is arguably the purest of records
because it captures significant revolution events as they transpired. "Revolution," created by the late Ana Hatherly,
documents the clamor of political discussions by capturing words, phrases, posters, and wall paintings. The collaborative
Unidade de Produgao Cinematografica, created by the temporary government, produced "Ano 12 - 12 de Maio" and
"Avante com a Reforma Agraria" to provide a narrative for the ongoing revolutionary process.

The program explores different ways of packaging and presenting footage of historical events captured on film. The first
film, "United News #105," is a 1944 newsreel produced under the auspices of the Office of War Information (OWI) during
World War Il. United News functioned both as an informational and propaganda tool in the United States and abroad. This
release features a story about the combat cameramen who documented the war on the battlefield as it happened. The
second film comes from NARA's Universal News Collection, donated to NARA in 1970 by Universal Pictures. This “Year in
Review” newsreel highlights both serious and lighthearted stories chronicled in theatrical Universal Newsreel releases
from 1959, during which the Cold War and the Space Race were at the front of people's minds. Final film comes from the
National Aeronautics and Space Administration's (NASA) Headquarters Series, which chronicled every step of the Apollo
moon missions and beyond.
