The proposal to select the oldest titles from our collection available to be screened has highlighted two common issues in many archives: on the one hand,
the importance of private collectors in the preservation of early cinema; their passion for cinema has made up for the lack of film archives in many
countries, and we must give them credit, not only for collecting, but also for having acted as bridges between those films and today's film archives. On the
other hand, there is the ambiguity of which titles are labelled as the oldest, since each concept could be attributed to a different title, film, material, etc.

For this reason, we have made a selection in 4 areas, on the basis that we had to have original 35mm materials on nitrate support, restored and digitised.
The oldest, LONDON. HYDE PARK CORNER, 1896; the oldest film shot in Barcelona, DEFILE D'UN REGIMENT D'INFANTERIE, 1897; the oldest national
production, a documentary, BALL DE 'ESPOLSADA A CARDEDEU, 1902; and finally, the oldest Catalan-produced fiction,a Chomon film from his first period in
Barcelona before his departure to Pathé in Paris, HEREU DE CAN PRUNA, 1904.

The 4 selected titles also show us the mobility of cinematographers and films in the early period to disseminate cinema and the large industrial cities, as

Barcelona, embraced it with enthusiasm and very quickly began the first attempts to produce their own films.

Until the late 1920s, filmmaking in Croatia was an irregular activity and the majority of its products were lost. The relevant history of Croatian cinema starts
with Oktavijan Miletic. Mileti¢ came from a wealthy family from the Croatian capital, Zagreb. He started making films as a joke with his friends, inspired by
the crime, melodrama, and adventure films that he watched in Zagreb's cinemas. "Jokes" are today considered playful, smart parodies of 1920's film genres.

Two films from the programme belong to this period of Miletic's work: the parody of adventure films about heroes fighting cannibals "King Tohu Wabohu is
Hungry" (1930), in which the banks of the Sava near Zagreb stand for the African jungle, and the parody of crime melodramas about dangerous love triangles
"Next, Please!" (around 1931).

In the 1930s Mileti¢ continued making amateur films inspired by popular film genres, but his filmmaking became more serious and aesthetically more
ambitious. In "Amadeus Nickelnagel" (1932), he tells a witty love story in which gender roles are reversed. This film features ambitious shots filmed from a
moving car. The exciting mystery movie "The Affairs of Consul Dorgen" (1933) about a sinister man that drives girls to their deaths with his hypnotic eyes is
Mileti¢'s most skilfully directed film. "Faust" (1934) is a very imaginative and funny parody of the legend of Faust in which Faust wants the devil to make him
youngand look like RudolfValentino.

Mileti¢ was not only the first Croatian film auteur. He was also the director of the first saved Croatian feature-length film, "Lisinski" (1944), and one of the
most esteemed Croatian directors of photography in Yugoslav cinema after the Second World War.

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Films of Jan Kfizenecky

The series of short documentary films, updates and sketches by the innovator of Czech film, Jan Kfizenecky, are a window into the early beginnings of Czech
cinematography between 1898 and 1908. The collection of "living images", as they were called by advertisements of the time, includes all surviving
productions of those years and chronicles not only novelties, attractions, and important events but also the dawn of feature films, an example of which are
three single-shot motion pictures starring cabaret performer Josef Svab-Malostransky.

Aside from its undisputable documentary value, the collection of films by Jan K¥izenecky illuminates the birth and development of film as a means of
expression at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries. The digitised original negatives and vintage prints allow us to see their diversity and material beauty.
The specific colour of Lumiére film material in their then shape was preserved in the vintage prints.

The Films of Jan Kfizenecky, a digitisation and restoration project by Narodni filmovy archiv, Prague, received the 2020 FOCAL International Award for Best
Archive Restoration and Preservation Project.

THE JOURNEY OF GEORGIAN POET AKAKI TSERETELI IN RACHA-LECHKHUMI IN 1912" - the first Georgian full-length documentary, directed by Vasil
Amashukeli (1886-1977) in 1912 - represents a unique monument of Georgian and world cinema. It features the 12-day journey of the Georgian legendary
poetand public figure Akaki Tsereteli through the western alpine region of Racha-Lechkumi. 72-year-old Akaki Tsereteli's visit to Racha-Lechkhumi became
an event of great culturaland publicimportance.

In the 1900s, documentaries mainly focused on the lives of the kings and their families, military parades, funerals of state and ecclesiastical figures. “THE
JOURNEY OF GEORGIAN POET AKAKI TSERETELI IN RACHA-LECHKHUMI IN 1912” represents a monument expressing the talent, admiration, education, and
spiritual height of the Georgian people; it depicts a desire for class solidarity and national freedom, united around the poet, representing a symbol of this

idea. Itwas an artistically thought-out film, marking the beginning of the history of Georgian documentary.
The premiere of the film was held on September 20, 1912, in Kutaisi, at the Radium Cinema. For 15 days, the film enjoyed a capacity audience.

French journalist and cinema writer Georges Sadoul had noted: “.. As far as | know, no full-length film (1200 meters) was dedicated to any famous person in

any country prior to 1912.In my opinion, there are no three or more-part documentaries about either Anatole France, Henri Barbusse, or Romain Rolland".



"Gazapkhuli" is an agitational cartoon poster created in 1930. In the animated film on the subject of collective
farming, the Soviet ideology and agitation-propaganda are conveyed with scarce artistic methods and posters
characteristic of the epoch. In a propaganda animated film, the director creates a visual statistical picture of the
collective farms of each region throughout Soviet Georgia with the constant rhetoric: "The kulak is the enemy of
the poor man!" "Collectivization demands!" It is demonstrated by the example of a common peasant how difficult
it is to work alone with the land, and the only "correct" way is to coexist with your own work and land through
collective farming. The final frame of the animation is also an echo of the Soviet propaganda poster of the 1930s,

with the text: "Citizen! What part do you take in the sowing campaign?!"

“Kolkhida" ("Argonauts") is the first Georgian animated film shot by Lado Mujiri in 1934 and is based on the myth of
the Argonauts. The Greek Jason arrives in Colchis to find the Golden Fleece. Medea, the daughter of the Colchis
king, helps him to fulfil his plan. The Georgian motifs of the ancient myth are emphasised in the animation. It is
important that "Kolkhida" refers to a historical fact, and the drying process of the Colchis plain is presented
metaphorically. The inhabitants of the swamp form the main visual image of the film, and the director creates a
number of impressive scenes through them: Jason's ship riding on the waves; the march of frogs when the Colchis
swamp dries up; the jazz of mosquitoes; the march of tanks; the battle between the swamp inhabitants and Jason;

the Georgian dance; etc.

This programme comprises recent restorations of six vintage nitrate prints from the collection of the DFF—Deutsches Filminstitut & Filmmuseum. The short

films, ranging from the late 1910's to the beginning of the 1930's, showcase the diversity of colour processes available at the time, with tints, tones, stencil
colours and a compilation reel of Sirius colour. This screening opens with an educational film on botany. It includes two fragments of fiction films: the first
being the comedy "SiiRe Rache" (Sweet Revenge), wherein an evening society is plagued by an itching substance. The second feature, "Liebestragddie” (A
Love Tragedy), portrays a young woman not wanting to conform to her parent's wishes of wedlock and working life. Between these two stories, colourful
representations of everyday life scenes are to be found within an incomplete Pathé film as well as a showreel. They display the joy of bath scenes and family
holidays, but also the latest women's fashion and the newest car models. Rounding up the programme are macro pictures of growing crystals and the many

changing geometric forms and abstract lines they create.

When Max and Emil Skladanowsky showed their "living pictures" for the first time on November 1, 1895 at the Wintergarten Vaudeville Theatre in Berlin, they

knew that they would make history. In a race against the Lumiére brothers and other inventors, they wanted to be the first to get pictures running on a

screeninfrontofa payingaudience.

In the summer of that year, Max Skladanowsky recorded scenes at various locations in Berlin with a film camera he had built himself. He used raw negative
film for cameras as recording material. In order to be able to print a projectable positive, the film strip had to be painstakingly cut apart by hand, frame by
frame, and put back together again for copying. The Skladanowskys made a virtue out of necessity. They copied the odd-numbered and even-numbered
images separately onto a strip of positive film. The images were then alternately projected onto the screen in the correct order with the help of a double
projector that they had also constructed themselves, called Bioskop. The advantage of this method was obvious: while the projection of a single film strip

caused flickering due to the darkening during transport from image to image, the bioscope fades from image to image without a dark phase.

In the early 1990s, the Bundesarchiv decided to have the films restored using digital techniques on the occasion of the upcoming 100th anniversary of
cinematography in 1995. The films assembled into the two programs are between 6 and 16 seconds long and are each repeated once in the present version.

Stillimages mark the beginning and end of a scene. The design of the intertitles is based on glass slides that were originally shown during the film change.

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The Brilliant Biograph: The Earliest Moving Images of Europe (1897-1902)

The Mutoscope and Biograph Collection contains the oldest films held at Eye Filmmuseum. It includes over 200 films on the original 68mm stock, shot
between 1897 and 1902. This constitutes the largest existing collection of 68mm Mutoscope and Biograph films surviving in the world.

The American Mutoscope Company, founded in 1896, expanded its scope to Europe in 1897, with branches in Great Britain, the Netherlands, Germany, and
France. The Brilliant Biograph is a showcase for some of the highlights of these European productions. The compilation is divided into five thematically
arranged chapters, providing a tour of Europe (both in space and time) held together by train rides. The selection is
not based on historical or geographical accuracy. Instead, the films are put together in an abstract collage to evoke
various prominent aspects of turn-of-the-century life, such as urbanization, recreation, tourism, technological
innovation, and vaudeville performances.

Around twenty years ago, the films were preserved photochemically by downsizing the 68mm stock to 35mm to
allow projection. Developments in digital technology today allow us to copy the 68mm prints digitally without
physically downsizing them. The original system's lack of perforations and the wear and tear can also be better
addressed with digital restoration, although some marks are left unremoved as inherent to this technology.
Combined with the ability to handle and to project big data files, The Brilliant Biograph is an attempt to reproduce
the grandeur of the original Mutoscope and Biograph films through 8K digitization and 4K DCP projection.

These very short films of varying content and rhythm require a well-thought-out musical accompaniment. Hence, a special piano score was composed and
recorded by Daan van den Hurk. His score holds the compilation together, flowing along its structure while also recognizing the intrinsic value of each
individual film.

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MALTA CINE CIRCLE AND THE NATIONAL ARCHIVES OF MALTA
"These Made the News"

The Malta Cine Circle was founded in 1952 by a small group of cine enthusiasts
who wanted to share their pastime with other fellow film-makers.

The 1950s were the years when Hollywood movies were the rage of the time and
home movie cameras were becoming within reach of several enthusiasts. The era
ofthe 8mm cine camera had reached Malta.

Through its innovative activities, the Circle soon became quite popular, and, as a
result, its membership increased year on year.

The first activities organised by the Circle were monthly guest nights where
amateur film productions by both Maltese and British amateur film makers were
exhibited to packed audience. These shows were preceded by short newsreels,
filmed by members of the Circle, of events that occurred in Malta in the previous
months.

These newsreels, spanning from 1955 to 1963, now form a significant part of the
Circle'sarchives.

The filmillustrates the genre of filmed news, known in Europe since the end of the 19th century. Itis a sequence from the October 1911 edition of the famous

European news serial Pathé-Journal. The film was handed over as a copy in 1970 to the State Archive of Soviet Moldova on behalf of the Central State Archive
of Film and Photo Documents of the USSR.

The filmmakers captured a slice of life in a prosperous wine-growing community, Shabag, located in southern Bessarabia, on the northwest coast of the
Black Sea (now the Odessa region in Ukraine). Their Swiss ancestors, originally from the Basel and Vaud areas, settled in these lands with the Tsar's approval
around 1822-1823. The settlers' working skills, the favourable legal status they received from the authorities, their rational management and ethical-

religious values, their perseverance, and good relations with neighbouring localities laid the foundations for a prosperous and proud community. From the
Shabag of some time ago, a radiantwoman sends an encouraging and optimistic message to the world today.

As the former Cinemateca Portuguesa director, Joao
Bénard da Costa, wrote, "with a plot of an oniric and unique character, the omnipresence of nature, &g

and characters with a certain innocently perverse, or perversely innocent side".

The program will be complemented with FILMES DE AURELIO PAZ DOS REIS. Amateur photographer,
Aurélio da Paz dos Reis made the first Portuguese films in 1896, after a trip to Paris to see the

Lumiére Brothersfirst films. He made 33 films, only four remaining for a total of two minutes.

The United States National Archives presents a program of government productions and donated historical films. First is the oldest U.S. government-
produced film in the holdings of the National Archives. The film documenting Army test flights of the Wright Flyer airplane at Fort Myer, Virginia, was

recently found to contain footage from a year earlier than was known, showing flights from both September 1908 and July 1909.

The next film features Secretary of Agriculture James "Tama Jim" Wilson addressing a group of "Corn Club Boys" from around 1912. Tama Jim had called
motion pictures "the work of the devil" and the Department of Agriculture had to make movies in secret until he was shown this film of himself and changed
hismind.

Nextisan example of early animation produced by the U.S. Food Administration to encourage the conservation of sugar during World War I.
Also from World War I, we have selections from the U.S. Signal Corps Historical Films series depicting Signal Corps filmmaking activities at France's Pathé

studio during the war, as well as training films on the assembly of a Lewis machine gun and battlefield formations. Whereas the other films use recorded
